1 Absent adjective absent (from…) not in a place because of illness, etc. He was absent from work for two weeks.
2 Accept verb to take willingly something that is offered; to say ‘yes’ to an offer, invitation, 

etc.
Please accept this small token of my appreciation.

3 Adult noun a fully grown person who is legally responsible for their actions Children must be accompanied by an adult.
4 Ambulance noun a vehicle with special equipment, used for taking sick or injured people to a 

hospital
The ambulance crew rushed her to the hospital.

5 Anniversary noun a date that is an exact number of years after the date of an important or 
special event

The company is celebrating its 100-year anniversary this year.

6 Apartment noun a set of rooms for living in, usually on one floor of a building I lived on the ground floor of an apartment block.
7 Application noun request for something, such as a job, permission to do something or a place 

at a college or university
We have received applications from more than 3 000 students.

8 Attack noun an act of using violence to try to hurt or kill somebody Five people were killed in the attacks that took place last night.
9 Author noun a person who writes books or the person who wrote a particular book He is the author of three books on art.

10 Barber noun a person whose job is to cut men’s hair and sometimes to shave them He used to work as a barber.

11 Basket noun a container for holding or carrying things There were hanging baskets full of summer flowers.
12 Beard noun hair that grows on the chin and sides of somebody's face; similar hair that 

grows on some animals
He has decided to grow a beard and a moustache.

13 Beautiful adjective having beauty; giving pleasure to the senses or to the mind The scenery here is so beautiful.
14 Breakfast noun the first meal of the day They were having breakfast when I arrived.
15 Bridge noun a structure that is built over a road, railway, river, etc. so that people, 

vehicles, etc. can cross from one side to the other
I don't have time to walk across the bridge.
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16 Brilliant adjective extremely clever or impressive Her performance was truly brilliant.
17 Cable noun a set of wires, covered in plastic or rubber, that carries electricity, phone 

signals, etc.
There is a cable running under the road.

18 Calendar noun  page or series of pages showing the days, weeks and months of a particular 
year, especially one that you hang on a wall

An old calendar for 2021 was still hanging on the wall of her office.

19 Candle noun a round stick of wax with a piece of string (called a wick) through the middle 
that is lit to give light as it burns

Shall I light a candle?

20 Castle noun a large strong building with thick, high walls and towers, built in the past by 
kings or queens, or other important people, to defend themselves against 
attack

The castle overlooks the town.

21 Century noun a period of 100 years There have been orchards in this region for centuries.
22 challenge noun a new or difficult task that tests somebody’s ability and skill She still faces many challenges
23 Climate noun the regular pattern of weather conditions of a particular place The city has a warm climate.
24 Coach noun a person who trains a person or team in sport Who's the team coach?
25 Cockroach noun a large brown insect with wings, that lives in houses, especially where there is 

dirt
The kitchens were full of cockroaches.

26 Confuse verb to make somebody unable to think clearly or understand something These instructions confused everyone.
27 Continent noun one of the seven large land masses on the earth's surface, surrounded, 

or mainly surrounded, by sea and usually consisting of various countries:
He decided to cycle across the continent to raise money for charity.

28 Couple noun couple (of somebody/something) two people or things I saw a couple of men get out.
29 Culture noun the customs and beliefs, art, way of life and social organization of a particular 

country or group
The film examines the culture clash between the generations.

30 customer noun a person or an organization that buys goods or services from a shop or 
business

They know me—I'm a regular customer.

31 cyclone noun a violent tropical storm in which strong winds move in a circle The cyclone struck the village late last night.
32 Defeat verb to win against somebody in a war, competition, sports game, etc. Davis defeated Morris by eight points in the semi-final.
33 Degree noun the qualification obtained by students who successfully complete a university 

or college course
My brother has a master's degree from Harvard.

34 Device noun an object or a piece of equipment that has been designed to do a particular 
job

All new cars are now fitted with safety devices.

35 Diamond noun a clear precious stone of pure carbon, the hardest substance known. 
Diamonds are used in jewellery and also in industry, especially for cutting 
glass.

The lights shone like diamonds.



36 Diet noun the food and drink that you eat and drink regularly I loved the Japanese diet of rice, vegetables and fish.
37 Discuss verb  to talk about something with somebody, especially in order to decide 

something
We need to discuss the situation at home.

38 Document noun an official paper, book or electronic file that gives information about 
something, or that can be used as evidence or proof of something

This is an important legal document.

39 Doubt noun  a feeling of being uncertain about something or not believing something There is no doubt in my mind that this man is Tom.

40 Dozen noun a group of twelve of the same thing Give me a dozen, please.
41 Eclipse noun an occasion when the moon passes between the earth and the sun so that 

you cannot see all or part of the sun for a time; an occasion when the earth 
passes between the moon and the sun so that you cannot see all or part of 
the moon for a time

On Wednesday there will be a total/partial eclipse of the sun.

42 Educate verb to teach somebody over a period of time at a school, university, etc. She was educated in the US.
43 Electricity noun a form of energy from charged elementary particles, usually supplied as 

electric current through cables, wires, etc. for lighting, heating, driving 
machines, etc.

44 Employer noun  a person or company that pays people to work for them If your employer provides a pension scheme, take advantage of it.

45 Exercise noun physical or mental activity that you do to stay healthy or become stronger Swimming is good exercise.

46 Faculty noun a department or group of related departments in a college or university My faculty adviser made an effort to contact me.

47 Fantastic adjective extremely good; excellent It was a fantastic achievement.
48 Fashion noun a popular style of clothes, hair, etc. at a particular time or place; the state of 

being popular
The new summer fashions have arrived.

49 Favourite adjective best liked or most enjoyed My favourite subjects at school were history and geography.
50 Follower noun  a person who supports and admires a parƟcular person or set of ideas She still has many loyal followers.

51 Furniture noun objects that can be moved, such as tables, chairs and beds, that are put into a 
house or an office to make it suitable for living or working in

We need to buy some new furniture.



52 Gallery noun a collection of pictures Visit the photo gallery on our website to see pictures from the event.

53 Glitter verb to shine brightly with little flashes of light, like a diamond The water glittered in the sunlight.
54 Glove noun a piece of clothing for the hand, made of wool, leather, etc. with separate 

parts for each finger and the thumb
She peeled off her glove to reveal a wedding ring.

55 goggles noun close-fitting glasses with side shields for protecting the eyes from 
glare,dust,water etc.,

you had better put on goggles while riding bike

56 Guava noun the fruit of a tropical American tree that has yellow skin and is pink or yellow 
inside

Guava is known as poor man's apple

57 Harvest noun  the time of year when the crops are gathered in on a farm, etc.; the act of 
cutting and gathering crops

Farmers are extremely busy during the harvest.

58 Hawk noun a strong fast bird of prey (= a bird that kills other creatures for food). There 
are several different types of hawks.

The hawk swooped low over the field.

59 Health adjective having good health and not likely to become ill The newborn was perfectly healthy.
60 Hockey noun a game played on a field by two teams of 11 players, with curved sticks and a 

small hard ball. Teams try to hit the ball into the other team’s goal.
He plays in the college hockey team.

61 Holiday noun a period of time when you are not at work or school She spent her holiday decorating the flat.

62 Honour noun great respect for somebody They stood in silence as a mark of honour to her.
63 Humour noun  the quality in something that makes it funny; the ability to laugh at things 

that are funny
She smiled with a rare flash of humour.

64 Injury noun harm done to a person’s or an animal’s body, for example in an accident Two people sustained minor injuries.

65 Inspector noun an officer of middle rank in the police force He reached the rank of inspector.
66 Install VERB to fix equipment or furniture into position so that it can be used A hidden camera had been installed in the room.

67 Journey NOUN an act of travelling from one place to another, especially when they are far 
apart

They went on a long train journey across India.

68 Kitchen NOUN a room in which meals are cooked or prepared We ate at the kitchen table.
69 Ladder NOUN a piece of equipment for climbing up and down a wall, the side of a building, 

etc., consisting of two lengths of wood or metal that are joined together by 
steps or rungs

She was up a ladder fixing the roof.



70 Language NOUN the system of communication in speech and writing that is used by people of 
a particular country or area

All the children must learn a foreign language.

71 Lesson NOUN a period of time in which somebody is taught something His parents paid for lessons from local dance teachers.
72 Library NOUN a building in which collections of books, newspapers, etc. and sometimes 

films and recorded music are kept for people to read, study or borrow
You can borrow it from your local library.

73 Lollipop NOUN a hard round or flat sweet made of boiled sugar on a small stick He is very much fond of lollipops
74 luggage NOUN bags, cases, etc. that contain somebody's clothes and things when they are 

travelling
The car has a lot of luggage space.

75 Marriage NOUN the legal relationship between two people who are married to each other They had a long and happy marriage.

76 Material NOUN a substance that things can be made from Every item we sell is made out of recycled material.
77 Memory NOUN your ability to remember things He had a great memory for detail.
78 Mountain NOUN a very high hill, often with rocks near the top She arranged to meet the others halfway up the mountain.

79 Napkin NOUN a piece of cloth or paper used at meals for protecting your clothes and 
cleaning your lips and fingers

He tucked his napkin under his chin.

80 Needle NOUN a small thin piece of steel that you use for sewing, with a point at one end 
and a hole for the thread at the other

Can you thread this needle?

81 Newspaper NOUN a set of large printed sheets of paper, or a website, containing news, articles, 
advertisements, etc. and published every day or every week; the organization 
responsible for producing this

Which newspaper do you read?

82 Nineteen number the number 19 He was nineteen, in the full bloom of youth.

83 Ostrich NOUN a very large African bird with a long neck and long legs, that cannot fly but 
can run very fast

The ostrich is the fastest animal on two legs.

84 Paragraph NOUN  section of a piece of writing, usually consisting of several sentences dealing 
with a single subject. The first sentence of a paragraph starts on a new line.

The opening paragraph sets the scene very well.

85 peace NOUN a situation or a period of time in which there is no war or violence in a 
country or an area

They prayed for peace on earth.

86 Pearl NOUN a small hard shiny white ball that forms inside the shell of an oyster and is of 
great value as a jewel

She was wearing her pearls (= a necklace of pearls).



87 Piece NOUN an amount of something that has been cut or separated from the rest of it; a 
standard amount of something

She wrote something on a small piece of paper.

88 Pinch VERB to take a piece of somebody’s skin and press it together hard with 
your thumb and the finger next to it

He pinched the baby's cheek playfully.

89 Plaster NOUN a substance made of lime, water and sand, that is put on walls and ceilings to 
give them a smooth hard surface

Each blow of the hammer removed a great chunk of plaster.

90 Pleasant ADJECTIVE fun, attractive, or giving pleasure What a pleasant surprise!
91 Poem NOUN a piece of writing in which the words are chosen for their sound and the 

images they suggest, not just for their obvious meanings. The words are 
arranged in separate lines, usually with a repeated rhythm, and often the 
lines rhyme at the end.

She read the poem aloud.

92 Poverty NOUN the state of being poor Many elderly people live in poverty.
93 Principal ADJECTIVE  most important; main The principal reason for this omission is lack of time.
94 principle NOUN a moral rule or a strong belief that influences your actions He has high moral principles.
95 Profile NOUN a description of somebody/something that gives useful information The magazine published a short profile of the new mayor.
96 Pulley NOUN a wheel or set of wheels over which a rope or chain is pulled in order to lift or 

lower heavy objects
The scenery was moved across the stage by ropes and pulleys.

97 Puppet NOUN a model of a person or an animal that can be made to move, for example by 
pulling strings attached to parts of its body or by putting your hand inside it. A 
puppet with strings is also called a marionette.

We took the children to a puppet show

98 Puzzle NOUN a game, etc. that you have to think about carefully in order to answer it or do 
it

Scientists have been trying to solve this puzzle for years.

99 Recite VERB to say a poem, piece of literature, etc. that you have learned, especially to an 
audience

 Each child had to recite a poem to the class.

100 Revision NOUN  a change or set of changes to something They called for revisions to the treaty.
101 Salon NOUN  a shop that gives customers hair or beauty treatment or that sells expensive 

clothes
He now runs his own hairdressing salon in Melbourne.

102 Scene NOUN the place where something happens, especially something unpleasant The attacker fled the scene.

103 Scorpion NOUN a small creature like an insect with eight legs, two front claws (= curved and 
pointed arms) and a long tail that curves over its back and can give a 
poisonous sting. Scorpions live in hot countries.

Being stung by a scorpion is extremely dangerous.

104 Secret ADJECTIVE known about by only a few people; kept hidden from others Details of the proposals remain secret.



105 Selfish ADJECTIVE caring only about yourself rather than about other people It was selfish of him to leave all the work to you.
106 Sentence NOUN a set of words expressing a statement, a question or an order, usually 

containing a subject and a verb. In written English sentences begin with a 
capital letter and end with a full stop/period (.), a question mark (?) or an 
exclamation mark (!).

Try to keep your sentences short.

107 September NOUN the 9th month of the year, between August and October She was born in September.
108 Sharpener NOUN a tool or machine that makes things sharp Can I use your sharpener
109 Sickle NOUN a tool with a curved blade (= cutting edge) and a short handle, used for 

cutting grass, etc.
Sickles of different shapes are sold here

110 Silence NOUN a complete lack of noise or sound She filled the silence with music.
111 Sparraow NOUN a small brown and grey bird, common in many parts of the world Sparrows are hardly found now a days.
112 Status NOUN the legal position of a person, group or country They were granted refugee status.
113 Sticker NOUN a sticky label with a picture or message on it, that you stick onto something Sophie's notebook is covered with stickers.

114 Straw NOUN  stems of wheat or other grain plants that have been cut and dried. Straw is 
used for making mats, hats, etc., for packing things to protect them, and as 
food for animals or for them to sleep on.

The rat hid in the straw.

115 Subject NOUN a thing or person that is being discussed, described or dealt with Once he gets onto his pet subject there's no stopping him.
116 Success NOUN the fact that you have achieved something that you want and have been 

trying to do or get
Confidence is the key to success.

117 Suddenly ADVERB quickly and unexpectedly I suddenly realized what I had to do.
118 Synonym NOUN a word or expression that has the same or nearly the same meaning as 

another in the same language
'Wrong' is a synonym for 'incorrect'.

119 Television NOUN  piece of electrical equipment with a screen on which you can watch 
programmes with moving pictures and sounds

The series first appeared on television screens in 2017.

120 Tie VERB to attach or hold two or more things together using string, rope, etc.; to 
fasten somebody/something with string, rope, etc.

I tie back my hair when I'm cooking.

121 Toilet NOUN a large bowl attached to a pipe that you sit on or stand over when you get rid 
of waste matter from your body

The hotels usually have modern showers and toilets.

122 Tomorrow ADVERB on or during the day after today The conference is taking place today and tomorrow.
123 Tonsil NOUN either of the two small organs at the sides of the throat, near the base of the 

tongue
I've had my tonsils out (= removed).

124 Tractor NOUN a powerful vehicle with two large and two smaller wheels, used especially for 
pulling farm machines

We had to use a tractor to pull the car out of the mud.



125 Turtle NOUN a large reptile with a hard round shell that lives in the sea The world's population of sea turtles has now become dangerously small.

126 Umpire NOUN (in sports such as tennis and baseball ) a person whose job is to watch a game 
and make sure that rules are not broken

The umpire’s decision is final.

127 Universe NOUN  the whole of space and everything in it, including the earth, the planets and 
the stars

The universe is still expanding.

128 Upstairs ADVERB up the stairs; on or to a floor of a house or other building higher than the one 
that you are on

I carried her bags upstairs.

129 Urgent ADJECTIVE that needs to be dealt with or happen immediately The police have issued an urgent appeal for information.
130 Vegetable NOUN a plant or part of a plant that is eaten as food. Potatoes, beans and onions are 

all vegetables.
The children don't eat enough fresh vegetables.

131 Vehicle NOUN a thing that is used for transporting people or goods from one place to 
another, such as a car or lorry

Are you the driver of this vehicle?

132 Visit VERB  to go to see a person or a place for a period of time I visited her in hospital.
133 Voice NOUN the sound or sounds produced through the mouth by a person speaking or 

singing
She has a good singing voice.

134 Volume NOUN the amount of space that an object or a substance fills; the amount of space 
that a container has

How do you measure the volume of a gas?

135 Waist NOUN the area around the middle of the body between the ribs and the hips, often 
narrower than the areas above and below

He put his arm around her waist.

136 Website NOUN a set of pages on the internet, where a company or an organization, or an 
individual person, puts information

The company has recently launched a new website.

137 Yesterday ADVERB on the day before today Where were you yesterday morning?
138 Helmet noun a type of hard hat that protects the head, worn, for example, by a police 

officer, a soldier or a person riding a bike or motorbike or playing some sports
A protective helmet should be worn at all times.

139 Harbour noun an area of water on the coast, protected from the open sea by strong walls, 
where ships can shelter

They entered the harbour with flags flying.

140 Media noun  the main ways that large numbers of people receive information and 
entertainment, that is television, radio, newspapers and the internet

The minister will address the media on Friday afternoon.

141 Gossip noun informal talk or stories about other people’s private lives, which may be 
unkind or not true

Don't believe all the gossip you hear.



142 Butterfly noun a flying insect with a long thin body and four large, usually brightly coloured, 
wings

The butterfly emerged from the pupa.

143 Chocolate noun  a hard brown sweet food made from cocoa beans, used in cooking to add 
taste to cakes, etc. or eaten as a sweet

She broke a bar of chocolate into four pieces.

144 Crayon verb to draw something with a crayon When I left her she was busy crayoning.
145 Diagram verb to show something using a diagram The coach diagrammed defensive plays on his tablet.
146 Champion a person, team, etc. that has won a competition, especially in a sport She is a former Olympic skating champion.
147 Rascal noun a person, especially a child or man, who shows a lack of respect for other 

people and enjoys playing tricks on them
Come here, you little rascal!

148 Surgery noun medical treatment of injuries or diseases that involves cutting open a 
person’s body and often removing or replacing some parts; the branch of 
medicine connected with this treatment

He will require surgery on his left knee.

149 Swallow verb to make food, drink, etc. go down your throat into your stomach She swallowed down her breakfast in a hurry.
150 Voyage a long journey, especially by sea or in space The Titanic sank on its maiden voyage (= first journey).

1 Adventure noun an unusual, exciting or dangerous experience, journey or series of events Our trip to London was quite an adventure for the children.

2 Accent noun a way of pronouncing the words of a language that shows which country, 
area or social class a person comes from; how well somebody pronounces a 
particular language

He spoke with a cut-glass English accent.

3 Acrobat noun an person who performs difficult acts such as balancing on high ropes, 
especially at a circus

He said he felt like an actor or an acrobat  on a stage.

4 Almond noun the flat pale sweet nut of the almond tree used in cooking and to 
make almond oil

Do you sell organic almonds for the export market?

5 Aluminium noun  chemical element. Aluminium is a light, silver-grey metal used for making 
pans, etc.

Cover the fish with aluminium foil and cook over a low heat.

6 Ambition noun something that you want to do or achieve very much At last he had realized his life's ambition.
7 Appetite noun physical desire for food The walk gave me a good appetite.
8 Assume VERB  to think or accept that something is true but without having proof of it He automatically assumed that I had children.

9 Athlete NOUN a person who competes in sports The athletes are training hard for the Olympics.
10 Autumn NOUN the season of the year between summer and winter, when leaves change 

colour and the weather becomes colder
It's been a very mild autumn this year.



11 Biscuit NOUN a small flat dry cake for one person, usually sweet, and baked until hard We were offered a cup of tea and some biscuits.

12 Browse VERB to look through a book or magazine without reading everything, or 
to walk around a shop looking at several things without intending to buy any 
of them:

"Are you looking for anything in particular , sir?" "No, I'm just browsing."

13 Burger NOUN meat or other food made into a round, fairly flat shape, fried and 
usually eaten between two halves of a bread roll

Do you want some ketchup with your burger?

14 Business NOUN the activity of making, buying, selling or supplying goods or services for money It's been a pleasure to do business with you.

15 Cauliflower NOUN a vegetable with green leaves around a large hard white head of flowers Do you like cauliflower?

16 Ceiling NOUN the top inside surface of a room The walls and ceiling were painted white.
17 Chimney NOUN a structure through which smoke or steam is carried up away from a fire, etc. 

and through the roof of a building; the part of this that is above the roof
factory chimneys belching smoke over the town

18 Choreography NOUN the art of designing and arranging the steps and movements in dances, 
especially in ballet; the steps and movements in a particular ballet or show

She’s been asked to do the choreography for a new musical.

19 Circuit NOUN a line, route or journey around a place a line, route or journey around a place
20 civilian NOUN a person who is not a member of the armed forces or the police Hundreds of innocent civilians have died in the air strikes.
21 clutch VERB to hold somebody/something tightly She clutched her handbag tightly in one hand.
22 Commentary NOUN a spoken description of an event that is given while it is happening, especially 

on the radio or television
She kept up a running commentary on the festivities.

23 Communication NOUN  the activity or process of expressing ideas and feelings or of giving people 
information

I haven't had any communication with him for several years.

24 Competition NOUN an event in which people compete with each other to find out who is the best 
at something

We are going to participatein spell bee competition soon

25 Complexion NOUN the natural colour and condition of the skin on a person’s face a young girl with a rosy complexion
26 Concentration NOUN  the ability to direct all your effort and attention on one thing, without 

thinking of other things
This book requires a great deal of concentration.

27 Congratulation NOUN a message congratulating somebody (= saying that you are happy about their 
good luck or success)

Congratulations! I hear you're getting married.

28 Conjunction NOUN a word that joins words, phrases or sentences, for example ‘and’, ‘but’, ‘or’ or 
‘because’

The conjunction "although" joins the two clauses in 
the sentence "He left, although I begged him not to."



29 Constitute VERB to form or make something: Women constitute about ten percent of Parliament.
30 Contribution NOUN a gift or payment that is made to a person or an organization in order to help 

pay for something
All contributions will be gratefully received.

31 Convenient ADJECTIVE useful, easy or quick to do; not causing problems A bicycle is often more convenient than a car in towns.
32 Criticize VERB to say that you think somebody/something is bad; to say what you do not like 

or think is wrong about somebody/something
The film was criticized on the grounds that it glorifies violence.

33 Curtain NOUN a piece of cloth that is hung to cover a window She pulled back the curtains, and sunlight streamed in.
34 Dais NOUN a stage, especially at one end of a room, on which people stand to make 

speeches to an audience
The dais is rich with eminent scientists

35 Dangerous ADJECTIVE likely to injure or harm somebody, or to damage or destroy something The situation is extremely dangerous.

36 Decision NOUN a choice or judgement that you make after thinking and talking about what is 
the best thing to do

We finally reached a decision (= decided after some difficulty).

37 Definitely ADVERB a way of emphasizing that something is true and that there is no doubt about 
it

I definitely remember sending the letter.

38 Democracy NOUN a system of government in which the people of a country can vote to elect 
their representatives

A strong opposition is vital to a healthy democracy.

39 Depot NOUN a building where supplies or vehicles, especially buses, are kept: Bus depot is very near to my house
40 Desperate ADJECTIVE  feeling or showing that you have little hope and are ready to do anything 

without worrying about danger to yourself or others
I heard sounds of a desperate struggle in the next room.

41 Dictionary NOUN a book or electronic resource that gives a list of the words of a language in 
alphabetical order and explains what they mean, or gives a word for them in 
a foreign language

If you don't know the meaning of a word, look it up in the dictionary.

42 Disease NOUN an illness affecting humans, animals or plants, often caused by infection He suffers from a rare blood disease.

43 Dormitory NOUN a room for several people to sleep in, especially in a school or other institution The library is far away from the dormitory room.

44 Earthquake NOUN a sudden, violent shaking of the earth’s surface The earthquake hit the city at two in the morning.
45 Echo VERB if a sound echoes, it is reflected off a wall, the side of a mountain, etc. so that 

you can hear it again
His voice echoed around the room.

46 Emergenccy NOUN a sudden serious and dangerous event or situation that needs immediate 
action to deal with it

The pilot made an emergency landing in a field.

47 Enough DETERMINE

used before plural or uncountable nouns to mean ‘as many or as much as 
somebody needs or wants’

48 Equation NOUN a statement showing that two amounts or values are equal, for example 
2x + y = 54

The ideal gas equation is derived from this model.

49 European ADJECTIVE of or connected with Europe All european countries use the same currenc.i.e EURO
50 Exhibition NOUN [countable] a collection of things, for example works of art, that are shown to 

the public
There is a series of special exhibitions throughout the year.

51 Extraordinary ADJECTIVE unexpected, surprising or strange The president took the extraordinary step of apologizing publicly for his 
behaviour!

52 Extrovert NOUN a lively and confident person who enjoys being with other people She's a real extrovert and loves to socialize and meet new people.

96 Serenity NOUN the quality of being calm and peaceful Your harsh voice disturbs the serenity of the temple.

97 sewege NOUN used water and waste substances that are produced by human bodies, that 
are carried away from houses and factories through special pipes (= sewers)

Sewage should be treated in a proper disposal system.

98 Sneaky ADJECTIVE behaving in a secret and sometimes dishonest or unpleasant way That was a sneaky trick!
99 Sophisticated ADJECTIVE clever and complicated in the way that it works or is presented Medical techniques are becoming more sophisticated all the time.

100 Fluctuate VERB to change frequently in size, amount, quality, etc., especially from one 
extreme to another

The number of boys at the school fluctuates around 100.
